Understanding this User Manual

the menus and sub-menus in your phone. A robust index for
quick reference to most features begins on page page 160.

Also included is important safety information that you should
know before using your phone. Most of this information is near
the back of the guide, beginning on page 132.

This manual gives navigation instructions according to the
default display settings. If other themes are set, navigating the
phone’s menus may be different. For more information, refer to
“Menu Navigation” on page 36.

Notes and Tips

Throughout this guide are icons and text that are set apart from

the rest. These are intended to point out important information,

quick methods for activating features, to define terms, and more.

The definitions for these methods are as follows:

 Notes: Explain alternative options within the current feature, menu, or
sub-menu.

« Tips: Provide quick or innovative methods for performing functions
related to the subject at hand.

 Important: Points out important information about the current feature
that could affect performance, or even damage your phone.

This section allows you to start using your phone after activating

your service, setting up your voicemail, contacting customer

support, or getting an understanding of how this manual is put

together.

Dialogue boxes

Dialogue boxes prompt for action, inform you of status, or warn
of situations such as low memory. Dialogue boxes and their
definitions are outlined below.

Using the Battery

Note: This phone comes packaged with a partially charged rechargeable
standard Li-lon battery and wall charger.
You must fully charge the battery before using your phone for the first
time. A fully discharged battery requires up to 4 hours of charge time.

Important!: Although the phone can be used while the battery is charging,
the battery must be fully charged before first use, otherwise you
could damage the battery.

Battery Indicator

The battery indicator {mumm| in the upper-right corner of the
display indicates battery power level. Four bars indicate a full
charge, while an empty icon £ indicates an almost empty
battery. Two to three minutes before the battery becomes too low
to operate, a blinking empty battery icon €| appears and a
tone sounds. If you continue to operate the phone without
charging, it shuts down.

Using A Non-Supported Battery
Samsung handsets do not support the use of a non-supported
battery.

When using a non-supported battery you will hear a series of
beeps and you will see a warning message that indicates “NON
SUPPORTED BATTERY. SEE USER MANUAL” If you receive this
warning, battery charging has been disabled.

Samsung charging accessories (i.e. wall charger, and cigarette
lighter adapter) will only charge a Samsung approved battery.

To continue use of your handset press . .

Note: When using a non-supported battery the handset can only be used for
the duration of the life of the battery and cannot be recharged.

Important!: Using a non-supported battery may cause damage to your
phone. Use a Samsung supported battery only.
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Installing the Battery
1. Lift the battery cover from the top end of the handset.

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Charging the Battery
Your phone is powered by a rechargeable standard Li-ion battery.
Only use Samsung-approved charging devices and batteries.
Samsung accessories are designed to maximize battery life.
Using other accessories may invalidate your warranty and may
cause damage.

Note: The phone can be used while charging but will charge faster when
powered off.

Wall/USB Charger

The Wall/USB Charger is a convenient, light-weight charger that
rapidly charges your phone from any 120/220 VAC outlet.

1. Pull the connector cover out and turn to expose the
connector.

2. Insert the Wall/USB Charger end, with the arrow up, into
the connector.

4. When the phone is completely charged (the battery icon
becomes still), unplug the Wall/USB Charger from the
power outlet. Remove the adapter end from the connector
and replace the connector cover.

Warning!: If your handset has a touch screen display, please note that a
touch screen responds best to a light touch from the pad of your
finger or a non-metallic stylus. Using excessive force or a metallic
object when pressing on the touch screen may damage the
tempered glass surface and void the warranty. For more
information, refer to “Standard Limited Warranty” on page 152.




Turning Your Phone On and Off
Turning Your Phone On

1. Press and hold the On/0ff button H to turn the phone on.

Note: As with any other radio-transmitting device, do not touch the internal
antenna as it affects call quality and may cause the phone to operate
at a higher power level than is necessary. The internal antenna is
located along the bottom on the back side of your phone.

2. Once the phone finds a signal, the time, date, and day
appear in the display.
3. You're now ready to place and receive calls.

Note: If the phone is outside the Verizon Wireless coverage area the roaming
icon s appears in the top of the display.

Setting Up Voicemail
Voicemail allows callers to leave voice messages.

Note: Airtime and long distance charges apply. Mobile to Mobile minutes do
not apply to Voicemail setup or retrievals.

Voicemail Setup

1. Press the Voicemail key .

2. When the recorded announcement begins, press RIcEd to
hear the prompts in English or to hear the prompts
in Spanish. An easy-to-follow setup tutorial will begin.
Follow the instructions to set up your new password and
record a greeting.

Turning Your Phone Off
» Press and hold the On/0ff button H to turn the phone on.

Note: Once your voicemail account has been set up, you can use the
voicemail selection 5 (under the Messaging menu) to view details of
voice messages in your voicemail box.

Listening to Voicemail
1. Press the Voicemail key .
2. You are then prompted to enter your password followed by
key. Follow recorded prompts to listen to
messages, change administrative options, etc.
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Inserting and Removing Your Memory Card

Inserting Your microSD™ Card

Note: Your phone does not come with the microSD™ memory card, it must
be purchased as an accessory. See your service provider for more
information.

2. Place the memory card into the memory card slot until it is
fully seated. Make sure that the gold contact pins face
downward and the card is securely inserted. Refer to the
following illustration.

o Press [§ to return to the home screen from any menu, or to cancel the
last input.

o Press [{ to send an incoming call directly to Voicemail.

Send Key

The Send key n is used to answer calls, dial calls, and to recall

the last number(s) dialed, received, or missed.

o Press §f to answer calls.

 Enter a number and press n to make a call.

o Press n from the home screen to display a list of all calls to and from
your phone.

® Press n twice from the home screen to call the most recently dialed,
received, or missed number.

o Press §f to pick up a waiting call. Press n again to switch back to
the other call.



Directional Keys

Use the Directional keys (up, down, left, right) Q to browse
menus, sub-menus, and lists. Each key also acts as a shortcut to
launch applications. The Directional keys can be customized to
launch your favorite application. For more information, refer to
“Set Shortcut Keys” on page 94.

Camera Key
From the home screen, press the Camera key @ to activate

the camera. While in camera mode, press the Camera key to
take a photo.

Voice Commands Key

From the home screen, press the Voice Commands key -
to activate Voice Commands.

Speakerphone Key

Press and hold the Speakerphone key (located under the
left soft key) to switch from using the earpiece to the
speakerphone before or during a call. Use the volume keys
(located on the left side of your phone) to adjust the volume.
Press and hold the Speakerphone key to enable and disable
the speakerphone option.

When answering a call, press and hold the Speakerphone key
. To end the call, press and hold the End key [{ . After the

call has ended the speakerphone function turns off automatically.

Lock Keypad Key

Airplane Mode: Appears when Airplane Mode is on. When
on, all RF functions for your phone are disabled, and you
cannot use your phone to place or receive calls.

Roaming: Your phone is outside your home area. While
roaming, another wireless provider may be handling your
call. The service rate for the call may be higher than those
made from within your home area. Please refer to Verizon
Wireless for roaming rates.

1X signal strength: Indicates your phone is using the CDMA
1X protocol. Appears when your phone is on and indicates
the current signal strength. More bars indicate a stronger
signal.

D signal strength: Appears when your phone is receiving
digital data. Appears when your phone is on and indicates
the current signal strength. More bars indicate a stronger
signal.

SSL: Indicates the secure socket layer is actively
transmitting your communications over the internet in an
encrypted format.

Location On: Global Positioning Service is set to On for
location and 911 calls.

Battery Level: More bars indicate a greater charge. When
the battery is low, an empty battery icon flashes and the
phone sounds an alert, which indicates your phone is about
to shut down.

TTY: Indicates that TTY is enabled.

This section describes how to make or answer a call. It also
includes the features and functionality associated with making or
answering a call.

Making a Call

» From the home screen, enter the number to call using the

numeric keypad and press n

Answering a Call

You can answer calls with the slide either open or closed.

To answer a call with the phone in the closed position, do one of
the following:
o Press §f .
o Slide the phone open. The call will be answered automatically.

When the slide is in the open position, do one of the following:
® Press n to answer an incoming call.
o Press the right soft key - Ignore to send the call to voicemail.

o Press the center soft key . Ignore+TXT to send a text message to
the caller.

o Press the left soft key . Quiet to silence the ringer.
Answering Call-Waiting Calls

When you receive a call while on a call:

o Press n to answer the new call.
© When you press n and answer the incoming call, the original caller is
placed on hold.
o Press the n key again to return to your original call.
Call In-Progress Options

Access numerous menus and features even while in a call.

Note: If the call is disconnected while accessing the Call-In Progress Options,
the options disappear from the display and the phone eventually
returns to the home screen.

1. While in a call, press the right soft key = Options. The
following menu items appear in the display.
o New TXT Msg: Allows you to create a new text message.
o Contact List: Opens Contact list to view your contacts.
 Recent Calls; Displays recent incoming, missed and outgoing calls.
o Bluetooth Menu: Displays the Bluetooth menu.
© Main Menu: Displays the Main menu.
 Notepad: Opens the Notepad.
o Whisper Mode: Increases microphone to maximum volume level.
— Pressthe Q Directional key to highlight a menu.



— Press . to open the highlighted menu o to activate the feature.

Note: During a call, turn on Whisper Mode when speaking softly or when the
caller cannot hear your voice clearly. This mode is useful in meetings
or public places.

o Voice Privacy: Allows you to turn On or Off the advanced voice
encryption for privacy.

2. Press the left soft key = Mute/Unmute to mute the
call. Press again to unmute the call.
Recent Calls

When you place, miss, or receive a call, a record of the call is

saved in Recent Calls, which is a listing of the different types of

calls you can either receive or make. These types of calls are:

o Missed: Displays any missed calls.

o Received: Displays any received calls that were answered.

o Dialed: Displays all outgoing calls made from your phone.

o All: Displays all missed, received, and outgoing calls made from your
phone.

o View Timers: Displays amount of time for: Last Call, All Calls, Received
Calls, Dialed Calls, Roaming Calls, Transmit Data, Received Data, Total
Data, Last Reset, Lifetime Calls, and Lifetime Data Counter.

1. Using the default My Place display theme and the Grid
menu layout, press . MENU.

2. Pressthe Q Directional key to highlight & b N Recent
Calls menu and press .

3. Pressthe Q Directional key to highlight the call type
you wish to view and press . .

4. Pressthe Directional key to highlight the call you
wish to view and press . OPEN. The information for
the selected call displays.

Viewing Recent Call History

Recent Calls retains information such as the duration, date and
time, and whether the call was received, dialed, or missed.

1. From the home screen, press the n key.
2. Pressthe
desired number.

3. Once the desired number is highlighted, press @) OPEN.

4. The following call information appear in the display:

o Call Type: The title bar displays if the call is a missed, dialed, or
received.

o Name: If the caller is in your Contacts list, their name is listed here
as well as the appropriate icon to indicate Mobile 1, Mobile 2,
Home, Work, or Fax. This option only appears if the caller is in your
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Contacts list. If the caller is not in your Contacts list, “No Name”
appears.

o Number: Displays the telephone number.
 Time and Date: The time and date of the call.
o Duration: The duration of the calls made or received.
5. Press the right soft key =] Options to display the
following options:
 Save to Contacts: Save the number to your Contacts list.

Note: If Save to Contacts doesn't appear, that entry is already in your
Contacts list. You then have the Details option, which allows you to
view contact’s information already entered.

o Erase: Deletes the call from Call History.

o Lock/Unlock: Locks or unlocks the entry to prevent accidental
deletion.

o View Timers: Select to view the call timers for your phone.

6. Pressthe Directional key down to highlight an
option. Press . to enter the highlighted option’s sub-
menu.

Press the left
soft key B anc if you wish to select a different method
of text entry, such as T9 Word, Palabra, Abc, ABC, 123, and
Symbols.

To assign a Speed Dial location, press the Q
Directional key up or down to highlight the number you
would like to assign to a Speed Dial location and press the
right soft key = Options. Highlight Set Speed Dial and
press .

Highlight an unassigned location and press . SET. A
confirmation message appears in the display, Yes is
highlighted, press . to add Contact to the speed dial
location.
